At the outset while welcoming the members the Chairman
mentioned that Dr. N.S. Rame Gowda, Director, Regional Services,
IGNOU, has been nominated by the INGOU as a new Member of A.C.
inplace of Dr. P.K. Mehta. Who has since joined Baba Saheb
Ambedkar University, Ahmedabad. The Chairman mentioned that Dr.
Rame Gowda has been in IGNOU since its inception and has wvast
experience of. Distancé Education. Dr. Rame Gowda 1is from
Karnataka FEducation Services and thus possesses considerable
experience of Conventional Universities. As such KOU looks ahead

for immense benefit from him as member of Academic Council.
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@herefope taking up the Agenda Item the Chairman informed
the. Council members that KOU had been offering B.Ed. programme
since 1989 and there had been no problem as it, in-terms of Acé,
had been following the guidelines of IGNOU, DEC. It was only
recenly the NCTE rvaised a question of recognition of B.Ed.
Colleges and insisted upon the KOU to get recognition from NCTE:
The University maintained that the RKOU is an open university
established under an Act of State Legislature and has the power
to award its own degree etc. and since it is on distance mode
university, its act provides that it shall associate and follow
the guidelines of Distance Education Council {DEC)..The BOM of
KOU also deliberated on it and to sort out the situation.
University took up the matter with DEC whiech in turn sought
intervention of Ministry of Human Resource Development., New
Delhi. The vigorons effort in this direction culminated into the
appointment of a Joint Committee consisting of Chairpersons of
uUGc, DEC and NCTE under UGC Chairperson as the Chairman. This
Joint Committee further constituted a Joint team to study the
problems of B.Ed. education through open universities. This
Committee visited KOU and other Open Universities and submitted
its recommendations. The recommendations were accepled oy the
Joint Committee on 31.07.97. The Chairman informed the members
that during his meeting with the Chairman, DEC-IGNOU, it was
mentioned that recommendations of the Joint Committee have to be

adopted by the KOU and compliance be made.

After introductory remarks of the Chairman, the Ccuncili

members perwfed the agenda papers containing recommendations of

the Joint Committee finalised on 31=07-~9%, the proposed

recomMendationows o ComDlinange and ather aspects of M

considerai ion.

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The members felt that, the above is necessary because of
conventions prevailing in the University. The members also urged
the Vice Chancellor that he should bring the above to the notice

of DEC/Joint Committee and request them to allow the same.
(b) Recommendation No. 11 : Staffing Pattern.

The counacil agreed in brlnvzp}m for this
recommendation. However, it felt that in s
implementation, a more practical view needs
to  be taken so that trivialities in legal
terms may not stand in the way of the
University. Also, the Council emphasized that
in state universities, process of creation of
posts has also to be kept in view along with
the work load requirements of the programme.

The members felt that in the open system,

full-time or otherwise staff requirement will

In this context t he
state Govt., will be requested by the
university to sanction 3 additional

lecturers posts to education subject during
9th five year plan. VFor the time being the
university will recruit consultants V'é
visiting teachers Lo strengthen the

activities in education department.
